York Street, Denver, CO 80229 (“Owner”), and the County of Adams, State of Colorado,a body
politic, who address is 4430 South Adams County Parkway, Brighton, Colorado, 80601
(“County”) for the conveyance of rights-of-way on property located at address of property being
conveyed hereinafter (the “Property”) for the York Street Improvements Project — East 78th
Avenue to East 88th Avenue (the “Project”). The legal description and conveyance documents
for the interests on said Property are set forth in Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated
herein by this reference.

The compensation agreed to by the Owner and the County for the acquisition of the Property
interests described herein is FIVE THOUSAND, NINE HUNDRED AND NO/100 DOLLARS
($5,900.00), including the performance of the terms of this Agreement, the sufficiency of which
is hereby acknowledged. The parties further agree that the consideration shall consist of
$5,900.00 for the conveyance of a permanent ditch easement. This consideration has been agreed
upon and between the parties as the total just compensation due to the Owner and the
consideration shall be given and accepted in full satisfaction of this Agreement.

In consideration of the above premises and the mutual promise and covenants below, the Owner
and the County agree to the following:

1. The Owner hereby warrants that the Owner is the sole Owner of the Property, that the
Owner owns the Property in fee simple subject only to matters of record and that the
Owner has the power to enter into this Agreement.

2. The Owner agrees to execute and deliver to the County the attached conveyance
documents on the property upon tender by the County of a warrant (check) for the
compensation agreed upon as soon as possible following the execution of this
agreement.

3. The Owner hereby irrevocably grants to the County possession and use of the
property interests on the Property upon execution of this Agreement by the Owner
and the County. This grant of possession shall remain in effect with respect to the
Property until such time as the County obtains from the Owner the attached
conveyance documents.

4. The Owner agrees to pay all 2020 taxes due in 2021 prior to tender by the County.

5. The County through its contractor shall assure that reasonable access shall be
maintained to the Owner’s property at all times for ingress and egress. If necessary,
any full closure of access shall be coordinated between the contractor and the Owner
and/or its agent.



6. The Owner has entered into this Agreement acknowledging that the County has the
power of eminent domain and required the Property for a public purpose.

7. If the Owner fails to consummate this agreement for any reason, except the County’s
default, the County may at its option, enforce this agreement by bringing an action
against the Owner for specific performance.

8. This Agreement contains all agreements, understandings and promises between the
Owner and the County, relating to the Project and shall be deemed a contact binding
upon the Owner and County and extending to the successors, heirs and assigns.

The specified conditions
listed below were used to determine the most effective design to meet your request. If, for any reason this design does not
meet your request as intended, please review with the Company’s Engineering personnel. Engineering will discuss any possible
revision and will expedite any necessary revised costs in order to meet your schedule as planned. (Please be aware that
additional estimates may be subject to re-engineering charges.) The Company looks forward to completing the installation of
these facilities for you and providing for any future needs you may have.

1. Disclaimer. Company shall not be responsible for the repair or replacement costs resulting from damage to items that
are not marked prior to Company’s commencement of construction.

2. Construction Obligations. To the extent applicable, Customer shall confirm to Company, and Company shall certify,
that the following construction obligations have been met prior to Company commencing construction on the project.
% Customer must install cutb and gutter prior to installation of electric and/or gas distribution facilities.

% When construction consists of five (5) sites or fewer, all sites must be ready. For projects with more than five (5)
sites, approximately fifty (50) percent of the sites must be ready.

% As determined by Company, required property pins, necessary curve points, easements, proposed structures, and
facility equipment locations must be staked and visible in the field.

Determining the Final Federal Share of Costs. The United States’ share of allowable project costs
will be made in accordance with 49 U.5.C. § 47109, the regulations, policies, and procedures of the
Secretary, and any superseding legislation.

The report must include a reason
for the project stoppage. The Sponsor also agrees to comply with the grant assurances, which are
part of this Agreement.

Amendments or Withdrawals before Grant Acceptance. The FAA reserves the right to amend or
withdraw this offer at any time prior to its acceptance by the Sponsor.

Offer Expiration Date. This offer will expire and the United States will not be obligated to pay any
part of the costs of the project unless this offer has been accepted by the Sponsor on or before
August 27, 2021, or such subsequent date as may be prescribed in writing by the FAA.

Improper Use of Federal Funds. The Sponsor must take all steps, including litigation if necessary, to
recover Federal funds spent fraudulently, wastefully, or in vielation of Federal antitrust statutes, or
misused in any other manner for any project upan which Federal funds have been expended.

If, during the life of the project, the FAA determines
that the maximum grant obligation of the United States exceeds the expected needs of the Sponsor
by 25,000 or five percent {5%), whichever is greater, the FAA can issue a letter amendment to the
Sponsor unilaterally reducing the maximum obligation.

The FAA can also issue a letter to the Sponsor increasing the maximum obligation if there is an

It has legal authority to apply for this grant, and to finance and carry out the proposed project;
that a resolution, motion or similar action has been duly adopted or passed as an official act of
the applicant's governing body authorizing the filing of the application, including all
understandings and assurances contained therein, and directing and authorizing the person
identified as the official representative of the applicant to act in connection with the
application and to provide such additional information as may be required.

b. Private Sponsor:

It has legal authority to apply for this grant and to finance and carry out the proposed project
and comply with all terms, conditions, and assurances of this grant agreement. It shall
designate an official representative and shall in writing direct and authorize that person to file
this application, including all understandings and assurances contained therein; to actin
connection with this application; and to provide such additional information as may be
required.

3. Sponsor Fund Availability.

It has sufficient funds available for that portion of the project costs which are not to be paid by the
United States. It has sufficient funds available to assure operation and maintenance of items funded
under this grant agreement which it will own or control.

4, Good Title.

a. It, a public agency or the Federal government, holds good title, satisfactory to the Secretary, to
the landing area of the airport or site thereof, or will give assurance satisfactory to the
Secretary that goced title will be acquired.

b. For noise compatibility program projects to be carried out on the property of the sponsor, it
holds good title satisfactory to the Secretary to that portion of the property upon which Federal
funds will be expended or will give assurance to the Secretary that gooed title will be obtained.

5. Preserving Rights and Powers.

a. It will not take ar permit any action which would operate to deprive it of any of the rights and
powers necessary to perform any or all of the terms, conditicns, and assurances in this grant
agreement without the written approval of the Secretary, and will act promptly to acquire,
extinguish or modify any outstanding rights or claims of right of others which would interfere
with such performance by the sponsor. This shall be done in a manner acceptable to the
Secretary.

b. Subject to the FAA Act of 2018, Public Law 115-254, Section 163, it will not sell, lease,
encumber, or otherwise transfer or dispose of any part of its title or other interests in the
property shown on Exhibit A to this application or, for a neise compatibiiity program project,
that portion of the property upon which Federal funds have been expended, for the duration of
the terms, conditions, and assurances in this grant agreement without approval by the
Secretary. If the transferee is found by the Secretary to be eligible under Title 49, United States
Code, to assume the obligations of this grant agreement and to have the power, authority, and
financial resources to carry out all such obligations, the sponsor shall insert in the contract or
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document transferring or disposing of the sponsor's interest, and make binding upon the
transferee all of the terms, conditions, and assurances contained in this grant agreement.

c. For all noise compatibility program projects which are to be carried out by another unit of local
government or are on property owned by a unit of local government other than the sponsor, it
will enter into an agreement with that government. Except as otherwise specified by the
Secretary, that agreement shall obligate that government to the same terms, cenditions, and
assurances that would be applicable to it if it applied directly to the FAA for a grant to
undertake the noise compatibility program project. That agreement and changes thereto must
be satisfactory to the Secretary. It will take steps to enforce this agreement against the local
government if there is substantial non-compliance with the terms of the agreement.

d. For noise compatibility program projects to be carried out on privately owned property, it will
enter into an agreement with the owner of that property which includes provisions specified by
the Secretary. It will take steps to enforce this agreement against the property owner
whenever there is substantial non-compliance with the terms of the agreement.

e. If the spansor is a private sponsor, it will take steps satisfactory to the Secretary to ensure that
the airport will continue to function as a public-use airport in accordance with these assurances

for the duration of these assurances.

f. If an arrangement is made for management and operation of the airport by any agency or
person other than the sponsor or an employee of the sponsor, the sponsor will reserve
sufficient rights and authority to insure that the airport will be operated and maintained in
accordance Title 49, United States Code, the regulations and the terms, conditions and
assurances in this grant agreement and shall insure that such arrangement also requires
compliance therewith. :

g- Sponsors of commercial service airports will not permit or enter into any arrangement that
results in permission for the owner or tenant of a property used as a residence, or zoned for
residential use, to taxi an aircraft between that property and any location on airport. Sponsors
of general aviation airports entering into any arrangement that results in permission for the
owner of residential real property adjacent to or near the airport must comply with the
requirements of Sec. 136 of Public Law 112-95 and the sponsor assurances.

6. Consistency with Local Plans.

The project is reasonably consistent with plans (existing at the time of submission of this
application) of public agencies that are authorized by the State in which the project is located to
plan for the development cf the area surrounding the airport.

7. Consideration of Local Interest.

It has given fair consideration to the interest of communities in or near where the project may be
located. ‘

8. Consultation with Users.

In making a decision to undertake any airport development project under Title 49, United States
Code, it has undertaken reasonable consultations with affected parties using the airport at which
project is proposed.
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9. Public Hearings.

In projects involving the location of an airport, an airport runway, or a major runway extension, it
has afforded the opportunity for public hearings for the purpose of considering the economic,
social, and environmental effects of the airport or runway location and its consistency with goals
and objectives of such planning as has been carried out by the community and it shall, when
requested by the Secretary, submit a copy of the transcript of such hearings to the Secretary,
Further, for such projects, it has on its management board either voting representation from the
communities where the project is located or has advised the communities that they have the right
o petition the Secretary concerning a proposed project.

10. Metropclitan Planning Organization.

in projects involving the location of an airport, an airport runway, or a major runway extension at a
medium or large hub airport, the sponsor has made availabie to and has provided upon request to

the metropolitan planning organization in the area in which the airport is located, if any, a copy of

the proposed amendment to the airport layout plan to depict the project and a copy of any airport
master plan in which the project is described or depicted.

11. Pavement Preventive Maintenance.

With respect to a project approved after January 1, 1995, for the replacement or reconstruction of
pavement at the airport, it assures or certifies that it has implemented an effective airport
pavement maintenance-management program and it assures that it will use such program for the
useful life of any pavement constructed, reconstructed or repaired with Federal financial assistance
at the airport. it will provide such reports on pavement condition and pavement management
programs as the Secretary determines may be useful.

12. Terminal Devefopment Prerequisites.

For projects which include terminal development at a public use airport, as defined in Title 49, it
has, on the date of submittal of the project grant application, all the safety equipment required for
certification of such airport under section 44706 of Title 49, United States Code, and all the security
equipment required by rule or regulation, and has provided for access to the passenger enplaning
and deplaning area of such airport to passengers enplaning and deplaning from aircraft other than
air carrier afrcraft.

13. Accounting System, Audit, and Record Keeping Requirements.

a. ltshall keep all project accounts and records which fully disclose the amount and dispaosition by
the recipient of the proceeds of this grant, the total cost of the project in connection with
which this grant is given or used, and the amount or nature of that porticn of the cost of the
project supplied by other sources, and such other financial records pertinent to the project. The
accounts and records shall be kept in accordance with an accounting system that will facilitate
an effective audit in accordance with the Single Audit Act of 1984,

b. It shall make available to the Secretary and the Comptroller General of the United States, or
any of their duly authorized representatives, for the purpose of audit and examination, any
books, documents, papers, and records of the recipient that are pertinent to this grant. The
Secretary may require that an appropriate audit be conducted by a recipient. In any case in
which an independent audit is made of the accounts of a sponsor relating to the disposition of
the proceeds of a grant or relating to the project in connection with which this grant was given
or used, it shall file a certified copy of such audit with the Comptroller General of the United
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States not later than six (6) months following the close of the fiscal year for which the audit was
made.

14. Minimum Wage Rates.

it shall include, in all contracts in excess of $2,000 for work on any projects funded under this grant
agreement which involve labor, provisions establishing minimum rates of wages, to be
predetermined by the Secretary of Labor, in accordance with the Davis-Bacon Act, as amended (40
U.5.C. 276a-276a-5), which contractors shall pay to skilled and unskilled laber, and such minimum
rates shall be stated in the invitation for bids and shall be included in proposals or bids for the work.

15, Veteran's Preference.

It shall inciude in all contracts for work on any project funded under this grant agreement which
involve labor, such provisions as are necessary to insure that, in the employment of [abor {except in
executive, administrative, and supervisory positions), preference shall be given to Vietham era
veterans, Persian Gulf veterans, Afghanistan-Iraq war veterans, disabled veterans, and small
business concerns owned and controlled by disabled veterans as defined in Section 47112 of Title
49, United States Code. However, this preference shall apply only where the individuals are
available and qualified to perform the work to which the employment relates.

16. Conformity to Plans and Specifications.

It will execute the project subject to plans, specifications, and schedules approved by the Secretary.
Such plans, specifications, and schedules shall be submitted to the Secretary prior to
commencement of site preparation, construction, or other performance under this grant
agreement, and, upon approval of the Secretary, shall be incorporated into this grant agreement.
Any modification to the approved pians, specifications, and schedules shall also be subject to
approval of the Secretary, and incorporated into this grant agreement.

17. Construction Inspection and Approval.

It will provide and maintain competent technical supervision at the construction site throughout the
project to assure that the work conforms to the plans, specifications, and schedules approved by
the Secretary for the project. It shall subject the construction work on any project contained in an
approved project application to inspection and approval by the Secretary and such work shall be in
accordance with regulations and procedures prescribed by the Secretary. Such regulations and
procedures shall require such cost and progress reporting by the sponsor or sponsors of such
project as the Secretary shall deem necessary.

18. Planning Projects.
In carrying out planning projects:

a. It will execute the project in accordance with the approved program narrative contained in the
project application or with the modifications similarly approved.

b. It will furnish the Secretary with such periodic reports as required pertaining to the planning
project and planning work activities.

¢. Itwill include in all published material prepared in connection with the planning project a
notice that the material was prepared under a grant provided by the United States.

d. It will make such material available for examination by the public, and agrees that no material
prepared with funds under this project shall be subject to copyright in the United States or any
other country.
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It will give the Secretary unrestricted authority to publish, disclose, distribute, and otherwise
use any of the material prepared in connection with this grant.

It will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the sponsor's employment of specific
consultants and their subcontractors to do all or any part of this project as well as the right to
disapprove the proposed scope and cost of professional services.

It will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the use of the sponsor's employees to do all
or any part of the project. :

It understands and agrees that the Secretary's approval of this project grant or the Secretary's
approval of any planning material developed as part of this grant does not constitute or imply
any assurance or commitment on the part of the Secretary to approve any pending or future
application for a Federal airport grant.

19. Operation and Maintenance.

a.

The airport and all facilities which are necessary to serve the aeronautical users of the airport,
other than facilities owned or controlled by the United States, shall be operated at all times in a
safe and serviceable condition and in accordance with the minimum standards as may be
required or prescribed by applicable Federal, state and local agencies for maintenance and
operation. {t will not cause or permit any activity or action thereon which would interfere with
its use for airport purposes. it will suitably operate and maintain the airport and all facilities
thereon or connected therewith, with due regard to climatic and flood conditions. Any proposal
to temporarily close the airport for non-aeronautical purposes must first be approved by the
Secretary. In furtherance of this assurance, the sponsor will have in effect arrangements for-

1. Operating the airport's aercnautical facilities whenever required;

2. Promptly marking and lighting hazards resulting from airport conditions, including
temporary conditions; and

3. Promptly notifying airmen of any condition affecting aeronautical use of the airport.
Nothing contained herein shall be construed to require that the airport be operated for
aeronautical use during temporary periods when snow, flood or other climatic conditions
interfere with such operation and maintenance. Further, nothing herein shall be construed
as requiring the maintenance, repair, restoration, or replacement of any structure or
facility which is substantially damaged or destroyed due to an act of God or other
condition or circumstance beyond the control of the sponsor.

It will suitably operate and maintain noise compatibility program items that it owns or controls
upon which Federal funds have been expended.

20. Hazard Removal and Mitigation.

It will take appropriate action tc assure that such terminal airspace as is required to protect
instrument and visual operations to the airport (including established minimum flight altitudes) will
be adequately cleared and protected by removing, lowering, relacating, marking, or lighting or
otherwise mitigating existing airport hazards and by preventing the establishment or creation of
future airport hazards.

21. Compatible Land Use.

It wilt take appropriate action, to the extent reasonable, including the adoption of zoning laws, to
restrict the use of land adjacent to or in the immediate vicinity of the airport to activities and
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purposes compatible with normal airport operations, including landing and takeoff of aircraft. In
addition, if the project is for noise compatihility program implementation, it will not cause or permit
any change in land use, within its jurisdiction, that will reduce its compatibility, with respect to the
airport, of the noise compatibility program measures upon which Federa! funds have been
expended.

22. Economic Nondiscrimination.

a. It will make the airport available as an airport for public use on reasonable terms and without
unjust discriminaticn to all types, kinds and classes of aeronautical activities, including
commercial aeronautical activities offering services to the public at the airport.

b. Inany agreement, contract, lease, or other arrangement under which a right or privilege at the
airport is granted to any persen, firm, or corporation to conduct or to engage in any
aeronautical activity for furnishing services to the public at the airport, the sponsor will insert
and enforce provisions requiring the contractor to-

1} furnish said services on a reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, basis to all users
thereof, and

2) charge reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, prices for each unit or service,
provided that the contractor may be allowed to make reasonable and nondiscriminatory
discounts, rebates, or other similar types of price reductions to volume purchasers.

c. Each fixed-based operator at the airport shall be subject to the same rates, fees, rentals, and
other charges as are uniformly applicable to all other fixed-based operators making the same or
similar uses of such airport and utilizing the same or similar facilities.

d. Each air carrier using such airport shail have the right to service itself or to use any fixed-based
operator that is authorized or permitted by the airport to serve any air carrier at such airport.

e. Each air carrier using such airport {(whether as a tenant, non-tenant, or subtenant of another air
carrier tenant) shall be subject to such nondiscriminatory and substantially comparable rules,
regulations, conditions, rates, fees, rentals, and other charges with respect to facilities directly
and substantially related to providing air transportation as are applicable to all such air carriers
which make similar use of such airport and utilize similar facilities, subject to reasonable
classifications such as tenants or nen-tenants and signatory carriers and non-signatory carriers.
Classification or status as tenant or signatory shall not be unreasonably withheld by any airport
provided an air carrier assumes obligations substantially similar to those already imposed on air
carriers in such classification or status.

f. It will not exercise or grant any right or privilege which operates to prevent any person, firm, or
corporation operating aircraft on the airport from performing any services on its own aircraft
with its own employees [including, but not limited to maintenance, repair, and fueling] that it
may choose to perform.

g. Inthe event the sponsor itself exercises any of the rights and privileges referred to in this
assurance, the services involved will be provided on the same conditions as would apply to the
furnishing of such services by commercial aeronautical service providers authorized by the
sponsor under these provisions.

h. The sponsor may establish such reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, conditions to be
met by all users of the airport as may be necessary for the safe and efficient operation of the

airpart.
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i. The sponsor may prohibit or limit any given type, kind or class of aeronautical use of the airport
if such action is necessary for the safe operation of the airport or necessary to serve the civil
aviation needs of the public.

Exclusive Rights.

It will permit no exclusive right for the use of the airport by any persen providing, or intending to
provide, aeronautical services to the public. For purposes of this paragraph, the providing of the
services at an airport by a single fixed-based operator shall not be construed as an exclusive right if

beth of the following apply:

a. it would be unreasonably costly, burdenseme, or impractical for more than one fixed-based
operator to provide such services, and

b. If allowing more than one fixed-based operator to provide such services would require the
reduction of space leased pursuant to an existing agreement between such single fixed-based
operator and such airport. It further agrees that it will not, either directly or indirectly, grant or
permit any person, firm, or corporation, the exclusive right at the airport to conduct any
aeronautical activities, including, but not limited to charter flights, pilot training, aircraft rental
and sightseeing, aerial photography, crop dusting, aerial advertising and surveying, air carrier
operations, aircraft sales and services, sale of aviation petroleum products whether or not
conducted in conjunction with other aeronautical activity, repair and maintenance of aircraft,
sale of aircraft parts, and any other activities which because of their direct relationship to the
operation of aircraft can be regarded as an aeronautical activity, and that it will terminate any
exclusive right to conduct an aeronautical activity now existing at such an airport before the
grant of any assistance under Title 49, United States Code.

Fee and Rental Structure.

It will maintain a fee and rental structure for the facilities and services at the airport which will
make the airport as self-sustaining as possible under the circumstances existing at the particular
airport, taking into account such factors as the volume of traffic and economy of collection. No part
of the Federal share of an airport development, airport planning or noise compatibility project for
which a grant is made under Title 49, United States Code, the Airport and Airway Improvement Act
of 1982, the Federal Airport Act or the Airport and Airway Development Act of 1970 shall be
included in the rate basis in establishing fees, rates, and charges for users of that airport.

25. Airport Revenues.

a. All revenues generated by the airport and any local taxes on aviation fuel established after
December 30, 1987, will be expended by it for the capital or operating costs of the airport; the
local airport system; or other local facilities which are owned or operated by the owner or
operator of the airport and which are directly and substantially related to the actual air
transportation of passengers or property; or for noise mitigation purposes on or off the airport.
The following exceptions apply to this paragraph:

1. If covenants or assurances in debt obligations issued before September 3, 1982, by the
owner or operator of the airport, or provisions enacted before September 3, 1982, in
governing statutes controlling the owner or operator's financing, provide for the use of the
revenues from any of the airport owner ar operator's facilities, including the airport, to
support not only the airport but also the airport owner or operator's general debt
obligations or other facilities, then this limitation on the use of ail revenues generated by
the airport {and, in the case of a public airport, local taxes on aviation fuel) shall not apply.
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2. If the Secretary approves the sale of a privately owned airport to a public sponsor and
provides funding for any portion of the public sponsor’s acquisition of land, this limitation
on the use of all revenues generated by the sale shall not apply to certain proceeds from
the sale. This is conditioned on repayment to the Secretary by the private owner of an
amount equal to the remaining unamortized portion (amortized over a 20-year period} of
any airport improvement grant made to the private owner for any purpose cther than [and
acquisition on or after October 1, 1996, plus an amount equal to the federal share of the
current fair market value of any land acquired with an airport improvement grant made to
that airport on or after October 1, 1996.

3. Certain revenue derived from or generated by mineral extraction, production, lease, or
other means at a general aviation airport (as defined at Section 47102 of title 49 United
States Code), if the FAA determines the airport sponsor meets the requirements set forth
in Sec. 813 of Public Law 112-95,

b. As part of the annual audit required under the Single Audit Act of 1984, the sponsor will direct
that the audit will review, and the resulting audit report will provide an opinion concerning, the
use of airport revenue and taxes in paragraph (a), and indicating whether funds paid or
transferred to the owner or operator are paid or transferred in a manner consistent with Title
49, United States Code and any other applicable provision of law, including any regulation
promulgated by the Secretary or Administrator.

c. Any civil penalties or other sanctions will be imposed for violation of this assurance in
accordance with the provisions of Section 47107 of Title 49, United States Code.

26. Reports and Inspections,
It will:

a. submit to the Secretary such annual or special financial and operaticons reports as the Secretary
may reasonably request and make such reports available to the public; make available to the
public at reascnable times and places a report of the airport budget in a format prescribed by
the Secretary;

b. for airport development projects, make the airport and all airpert recards and documents
affecting the airport, including deeds, leases, operation and use agreements, regulations and
other instruments, available for inspection by any duly authorized agent of the Secretary upon
reasonable request;

¢. for noise compatibility program projects, make records and documents relating to the project
and continued compliance with the terms, conditions, and assurances of this grant agreement
including deeds, Ieases, agreements, regulations, and other instruments, available for
inspection by any duily authorized agent of the Secretary upon reasonable request; and

d. inaformat and time prescribed by the Secretary, provide to the Secretary and make available
to the public following each of its fiscal years, an annual report listing in detail:

1. all amounts paid by the airport to any other unit of government and the purposes for
which each such payment was made; and

2. all services and property provided by the airport to other units of government and the
amount of compensation received for provision of each such service and property.
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Use by Government Aircraft.

It will make available all of the facilities of the airport developed with Federal financial assistance
and all those usable for landing and takeoff of aircraft to the United States for use by Government
aircraft in common with other aircraft at all times without charge, except, if the use by Government
aircraft is substantial, charge may be made for a reasonable share, proportional to such use, for the
cost of operating and maintaining the facilities used. Unless otherwise determined by the Secretary,
or otherwise agreed to by the sponsor and the using agency, substantial use of an airport by
Government aircraft will be considered to exist when operations of such aircraft are in excess of
those which, in the opinion of the Secretary, would unduly interfere with use of the landing areas
by other autherized aircraft, or during any calendar month that —

a. Five (5) or more Government aircraft are regularly based at the airport or on land adjacent
thereto; or

b. The total number of movements {counting each landing as a movement} of Government
aircraft is 300 or more, or the gross accumulative weight of Government aircraft using the
airport {the total movement of Government aircraft multiplied by gross weights of such
aircraft} is in excess of five million pounds.

Land for Federal Facilities.

It will furnish without cost to the Federal Government for use in connection with any air traffic
control or air navigation activities, or weather-reporting and communication activities related to air
traffic control, any areas of land or water, or estate therein, or rights in buildings of the sponsor as
the Secretary considers necessary or desirable for construction, operation, and maintenance at
Federal expense of space or facilities for such purposes. Such areas or any portion thereof will be
made available as provided herein within four months after receipt of a written request from the

Secretary.

29, Airport Layout Plan.

a. Subject to the FAA Reauthorization Act of 2018, Public Law 115-254, Section 163, it will keep up
to date at all times an airport layout plan of the airport showing:

1. boundaries of the airpart and all proposed additions thereto, together with the boundaries
of all offsite areas owned or controlled by the sponsor for airport purposes and proposed
additions thereto;

2. the location and nature of all existing and proposed airport facilities and structures (such
as runways, taxiways, aprons, terminal buildings, hangars and roads), including all
proposed extensions and reductions of existing airport facilities;

3. the location of all existing and proposed non-aviation areas and of all existing
improvements thereon; and

4. all proposed and existing access points used to taxi aircraft across the airport’s property
boundary. Such airport layout plans and each amendment, revision, or modification
therecf, shall be subject to the approval of the Secretary which approval shall be
evidenced by the signature of a duly authorized representative of the Secretary on the face
of the airport layout plan. The sponsor will not make or permit any changes or alterations
in the airport or any of its facilities which are not in conformity with the airport layout plan
as approved by the Secretary and which might, in the opinion of the Secretary, adversely
affect the safety, utility or efficiency of the airport.
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a. Subject to the FAA Reauthorization Act of 2018, Public Law 115-254, Section 163, ifa
change or alteration in the airport or the facilities is made which the Secretary
determines adversely affects the safety, utility, or efficiency of any federally owned,
leased, or funded property on or off the airport and which is not in conformity with
the airport layout plan as approved by the Secretary, the owner or operator will, if
requested, by the Secretary (1) eliminate such adverse effect in a manner approved by
the Secretary; or (2) bear all costs of relocating such property (or replacement thereof)
to a site acceptable to the Secretary and all costs of restoring such property {or
replacement thereof) to the level of safety, utility, efficiency, and cost of operation
existing before the unapproved change in the airport or its facilities except in the case
of a relocation or replacement of an existing airport facility due to a change in the
Secretary’s design standards beyond the control of the airport sponsor.

30. Civil Rights.

It will promptly take any measures necessary to ensure that no person in the United States shall, on
the grounds of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, age, or disability be excluded from
participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination in any
activity conducted with, or benefiting from, funds received from this grant.

a. Using the definitions of activity, facility and program as found and defined in §§ 21.23 (b) and
21.23 (e) of 49 CFR § 21, the sponsor will facilitate all programs, operate all facilities, or conduct
all programs in compliance with all non-discrimination requirements imposed by, or pursuant
to these assurances.

b. Applicability

1. Programs and Activities. If the sponsor has received a grant (or other federal assistance)
for any of the sponsor’s program or activities, these requirements extend to all of the
sponsor’s programs and activities.

2. Facilities. Where it receives a grant or other federal financial assistance to construct,
expand, renovate, remodel, alter or acquire a facility, or part of a facility, the assurance
extends to the entire facility and facilities operated in connection therewith.

3. Real Property. Where the sponsor receives a grant or other Federal financial assistance in
the form of, or for the acquisition of real property or an interest in real property, the
assurance will extend to rights to space on, over, or under such property.

¢. Duration.

The sponsor agrees that it is obligated to this assurance for the period during which Federal
financial assistance is extended to the program, except where the Federal financial assistance is
to provide, or is in the form of, personal property, or real property, or interest therein, or
structures or improvements thereon, in which case the assurance obligates the sponsor, or any
transferee for the longer of the following periods:

1. So long as the airport is used as an airport, or for another purpose involving the provision
of similar services or benefits; or

2. Solong as the sponsor retains ownership or possession of the property.
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d. Required Solicitation Language. it will include the following notification in all solicitations for
bids, Requests For Proposals for work, or material under this grant agreement and in all
proposals for agreements, including airport concessions, regardless of funding source:

“The County of Adams, Colorado, in accordance with the provisions of Title VI of the Civil Rights
Act of 1964 (78 Stat. 252, 42 U.5.C. §§ 2000d to 2000d-4) and the Regulations, hereby notifies
all bidders that it will affirmatively ensure that any contract entered into pursuant to this
advertisement, disadvantaged business enterprises and airport concession disadvantaged
business enterprises will be afforded full and fair opportunity to submit bids in response to this
invitation and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, or national crigin
in consideration for an award.”

e. Required Contract Provisions.

1. It will insert the non-discrimination contract clauses requiring compliance with the acts and
regulations relative to non-discrimination in Federally-assisted programs of the DOT, and
incorporating the acts and regulations intoc the contracts by reference in every contract or
agreement subject to the non-discrimination in Federally-assisted programs of the DOT
acts and regulations.

2. It will include a list of the pertinent non-discrimination authorities in every contract that is
subject to the non-discrimination acts and regulations.

There is no
“downside” to the contract because if ACHSD does not meet the identified performance
measures, the standard federal/state/county cost sharing (as budgeted) continues to apply to the
county’s program expenditures.

8) (“Exclusive Premises”). The COUNTY and CHURCH shall have access to the main floor
restrooms near the break room, the kitchen/breakroom, hallways, and playground at all times
during the day (“Shared Space”); and,

WHEREAS, as a consideration for the wear and tear the COUNTY shall cause the properties
owned by the CHURCH, the COUNTY shall pay to the CHURCH $6,408 monthly, for a total
annual base rent of $76,896 (“Rent”). (Rent is based on a monthly rate of $2 per square foot per
month for the Exclusive Premises and $1 per square foot per month for the Shared Space.) Rent
shall increase by 3% on each annual lease anniversary date. The CHURCH shall charge the rate
per the square footage of four downstairs classrooms and a kitchen/break room. The square
footage of each room is displayed in Exhibit A; and,

WHEREAS, further, the CHURCH agrees to one-year term options to renew the lease agreement
with the COUNTY. Each one-year renewal term shall renew at the end of the current term unless
either party provides at least a 30-day advance notice before the current term is scheduled to end.
The Rent for each renewal term shall increase by 3% per year over the prior term’s annual Rent,
unless otherwise agreed to in writing by both parties; and,

WHEREAS, the COUNTY shall, at its own expense, make any necessary improvements for its
use but, before so doing, shall submit to the Church Council of the CHURCH a plan in writing
and shall seek the approval of the Church Council, which shall not be withheld arbitrarily and
which shall be rendered in writing. COUNTY may terminate this Agreement in the event a
COUNTY improvement request is denied, and COUNTY, in its sole discretion, deems the denial
to negatively impact Head Start operations.

LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN

THIS AGREEMENT MADE THIS 8-3-2021, by and between Gethsemane Lutheran Church &
hereinafter referred to as the "CHURCH ", maintaining offices at 10675 Washington St.,
Northglenn, CO 80233 and Adams County, Colorado, a political subdivision of the State of
Colorado, located at 4430 S. Adams County Parkway, Brighton, CO 80601, for the Adams
County Head Start program, hereinafter referred to as the "COUNTY".

1.The CHURCH, as owner, has agreed to permit the COUNTY to operate at the CHURCH from
the date hereof for a period, of 12 months, ending 08-03-2022. From 7:30 AM to 4 PM
weekdays, the COUNTY shall have exclusive use of the classroom area, consisting of four
classrooms with an attached bathroom, and kitchen/break room as shown in Exhibit A (pg. 8)
(“Exclusive Premises”). The COUNTY and CHURCH shall have access to the main floor
restrooms near the break room, the kitchen/breakroom, hallways, and playground at all times
during the day (“Shared Space”).

2. As a consideration for the wear and tear the COUNTY shall cause the properties owned by the
CHURCH, the COUNTY shall pay to the CHURCH $6,408 monthly, for a total annual base rent
of $76,896 (“Rent”). (Rent is based on a monthly rate of $2 per square foot per month for the
Exclusive Premises and $1 per square foot per month for the Shared Space.) Rent shall increase
by 3% on each annual lease anniversary date. The CHURCH shall charge the rate per the square
footage of four downstairs classrooms and a kitchen/break room. The square footage of each
room is displayed in Exhibit A. The COUNTY must pay a late charge of five percent (5%) for
each payment that is more than ten (10) days late. The late charge shall be paid with the late
monthly payment. The COUNTY must reimburse the CHURCH for all costs associated with a
dishonored check. This Agreement shall not constitute a multi-year fiscal obligation. This
Agreement is subject to annual appropriation by COUNTY. In the event COUNTY fails to
appropriate sufficient funds for this Agreement in any given fiscal year, COUNTY may
terminate this Agreement upon 60 days written notice.

Further, the CHURCH agrees to one-year term options to renew the lease agreement with the
COUNTY. Each one-year renewal term shall renew at the end of the current term unless either
party provides at least a 30-day advance notice before the current term is scheduled to end. The
Rent for each renewal term shall increase by 3% per year over the prior term’s annual Rent,
unless otherwise agreed to in writing by both parties.

3. The COUNTY shall comply with all Northglenn, Adams County, Colorado State and Federal
regulations regarding its operation.

4. Whenever the COUNTY is in operation, there must be present a COUNTY employee who has
been clearly designated by the COUNTY to have responsibility as liaison for the COUNTY. The
COUNTY shall provide the CHURCH with a written list of the designated Persons in Charge.



5. The Church Council of the CHURCH will entrust a liaison within the framework of this
Agreement to the Pastor, or, in his absence a properly designated representative.

6. The COUNTY shall, at its own expense, make any necessary improvements for its use but,
before so doing, shall submit to the Church Council of the CHURCH a plan in writing and shall
seek the approval of the Church Council, which shall not be withheld arbitrarily and which shall
be rendered in writing. COUNTY may terminate this Agreement in the eventa COUNTY
improvement request is denied, and COUNTY, in its sole discretion, deems the denial to
negatively impact Head Start operations.

7. Events and furniture arrangement in shared spaces.

For COUNTY events, the COUNTY shall, at its expense, arrange for all setting up of rooms and
furniture related to its use for a special event in the Shared Spaces. COUNTY shall return all
furniture as depicted in a CHURCH posted diagram located in a conspicuous location of the
room being used. The COUNTY shall sanitize any space it uses for any special event in the
Shared Spaces immediately following the special event, if sanitization is required by CHURCH.
COUNTY, at its cost, may pre-sanitize the special event space. Sanitizations shall include any
space used by the COUNTY for its special event, which shall include space used by its invitees,
guest, and employees. COUNTY may utilize any sanitization method that meets or surpasses
local health department recommendations.

For CHURCH events, the CHURCH shall be responsible, at its cost, for making setups of
furniture and arrangements for its own use. Such responsibility includes making sure
organizations of the CHURCH return the furniture as depicte in the written diagrams posted by
the CHURCH. CHURCH shall be responsible for sanitizing rooms used for CHURCH events.
COUNTY cannot authorize, in most cases, use of its Exclusive Premises.

8. Chairs and tables, plus any other furniture mutually agreed upon in writing, owned by the
COUNTY and/or the CHURCH may be mutually utilized. Tables will be washed and sanitized
during the week on a daily basis by the COUNTY to be free of crayon, glue, and other marks. In
the event of a mutual utilization, the party using the other’s property shall ensure it is sanitized
properly after each such event/use. If property is damaged, it is the responsibility of the user
(including its guests and invitees) to repair to similar condition as was prior to the damage, or to
replace the property with property that has similar or superior quality and grade of
products/materials.

9. The COUNTY shall be responsible for cleaning and sanitizing the Exclusive Premises. This
cleaning and sanitizing shall include sinks, toilets, walls and floors as required. The COUNTY
shall use their own cleaning service for the rooms exclusive to the COUNTY. The CHURCH
shall allow the COUNTY s janitorial services access to the Exclusive Premises. CHURCH shall
provide cleaning service to the remainder of the property weekly, on Fridays, or on a different
day of the week as later designated by the CHURCH. The COUNTY shall be responsible for
maintaining commercially reasonable pest control for the Exclusive Premises and playground
area.

10. The CHURCH shall provide the COUNTY with written procedures to be used in the event of
special services, including funerals, special events, etc.

11. All exterior maintenance, such as playground care and snow removal from Monday through



Friday shall be at the expense of the CHURCH. After two inches of snowfall the area must be
cleared giving ingress and egress to Washington St. and Garland St. The CHURCH and
COUNTY shall also be responsible for snow removal on the walkway to the facility.

12. All typical repairs to plumbing, heating, lighting, etc., including normal wear and tear, will
be the responsibility of the CHURCH and will be accomplished as quickly as reasonably
practicable, unless such repairs are required as a result of actions by the COUNTY, in which case
repairs shall be at the expense of the COUNTY.

13. The COUNTY may use the CHURCH playground depicted in Exhibit A-2. However,
COUNTY shall be responsible for the daily upkeep after its use. COUNTY shall remove trash,
clothing, toys, and anything else left behind after its use of the playground. Any additional
outside area utilized by the COUNTY shall be left free and clear of non-permanent equipment at
the end of a COUNTY day. Additional permanent outside equipment for the use of the COUNTY
may be installed and maintained by COUNT Yafter mutual consent in writing between the
CHURCH and the COUNTY.

14. The CHURCH will permit the COUNTY to hold Parent- Teacher meetings and conferences
after normal COUNTY hours. Such meetings and conferences will be scheduled and the
CHURCH notified in writing at least one month in advance so as not to interfere with other
scheduled activities at the CHURCH.

15. Upon request, the CHURCH will permit the COUNTY the use of the lower kitchen and staff
kitchen for the use of COUNTY special events, provided the area is properly cleaned, sanitized
and maintained after each COUNTY use. The COUNTY will immediately notify the CHURCH
of damaged and/or broken appliances and will make no such replacement or repair until the
CHURCH has confirmed in writing that the CHURCH will pay for such repair or replacement.
To the extent repairable, the COUNTY shall repair any appliances it solely uses and
subsequently damages. The COUNTY shall not be held liable to replace equipment. The
CHURCH reserves the right to approve or disapprove the request of special events but shall not
unreasonably withhold such approval(s) or disapproval(s).

16. The COUNTY shall be permitted access to the building at all times for the purpose of routine
maintenance and other matters pertaining to the ongoing function of the COUNTY with the
exception of times which conflict with a scheduled activity at the CHURCH. If the COUNTY
requires access during the excepted times set forth above, it shall provide a two weeks’ notice to
the CHURCH.

17. The COUNTY ’s designated person in charge shall be responsible for the —following: a) a
check of all Exclusive Premises doors before leaving the Exclusive Premises, including corridor
and foyer doors outside the Exclusive Premises that are part of the COUNTY’s use, with the
assurance that the doors are all securely locked; b) a check of all Exclusive Premises windows in
classrooms to be sure they are closed and locked; c) a check of all Exclusive Premises lights,
including bathrooms and closets to be sure they are off; d) that the thermostats are set at the
specified temperatures below; e) all garbage, bagged, shall be placed in the dumpster; and f) a
check of any other areas mutually agreed upon in writing. The CHURCH similarly shall adopt
such a uniform procedure for all internal and external groups utilizing its facility. Daytime
specified temperature shall be defined as sixty-eight (68) degrees Fahrenheit, October 1 through



April 1, and seventy-two (72) degrees Fahrenheit April 2 through September 30.

18. The COUNTY shall provide janitorial supplies for the Exclusive Premises. The CHURCH
and COUNTY shall share the use of the janitorial closet but not supplies.

19. The CHURCH will provide at its own expense utilities, including electricity, gas, water and
sewerage fees.

20. The COUNTY shall maintain liability insurance in an amount not less than one (1)
million/three (3) million dollars, in accordance with Colorado state laws in conjunction with the
CHURCH'S insurance carrier, which state that the CHURCH must be listed as the additionally
insured on the COUNTY'S insurance policy. This cost is at the expense of the COUNTY. Such
coverage shall also cover losses due to damage or theft of CHURCH property, including personal
property of CHURCH employees, contractors or invitees, but only to the extent the theft is
caused by an employee or invitee of COUNTY. Such insurance shall cover the use of the
facilities for the operation of the COUNTY. COUNTY shall be responsible for any liability
resulting from COUNTY’s operation of the Head Start program on the property, and COUNTY
maintenance of the Exclusive Premises pursuant to this Agreement. In addition, the COUNTY
shall maintain proper worker's compensation insurance covering anyone employed by the
COUNTY and working on the premises of the CHURCH. The COUNTY shall present a
certificate of insurance to the CHURCH. The certificate of insurance shall be filed with the
CHURCH. Further the CHURCH shall be given thirty (30) days’ notice of cancellation or any
change to the COUNTY ’s insurance coverage. In the event of a COUNTY related accident, the
COUNTY ’s insurance shall be the primary insurance.

21. If, as a result of the COUNTY 'S occupancy of the premises, the insurance premiums on the
CHURCH should be increased, such increase shall be at the expense of the COUNTY. However,
COUNTY may review CHURCH?’s insurance policies and other documentation used to justify
the increase and may object to any increase not reasonably attributable to the COUNTY’s use of
the premises.

22. The COUNTY shall be responsible for any damage done by the children of the COUNTY
and/or teachers, staff, or workers to that portion of the property used by the COUNTY and for
any damages that might result to other portions of the property due to the use of the same by the
COUNTY.

23. The CHURCH and the COUNTY will abide by any written regulations mutually agreed upon,
with the understanding that both parties have a role to keep the facility inside and outside neat
and orderly at all times so that the best interests of both parties may be served. The COUNTY
shall not place or allow to be placed any signs of any kind whatsoever, upon, in or about said
premises or any part thereof, except of a design and structure and in or at such places as may be
indicated and consented to by the CHURCH in writing. In case the CHURCH or the CHURCH'’s
agents, employees, or representatives shall deem it necessary to remove any such signs in order
to paint or make any repairs, alterations, or improvements in or upon said premises or any part
thereof, they may be so removed, but shall be replaced at the CHURCH'S expense when the said
repairs, alterations, or improvements shall have been completed. Any COUNTY signs permitted
by the CHURCH shall at all times conform with all municipal ordinances or other laws and
regulations applicable thereto and shall be maintained by the COUNTY, including any lighting
to COUNTY signs, at the COUNTY ’s sole cost and expense.



24. If there should occur any default on the part of the COUNTY in the performance of any
conditions and covenant herein contained, or if during the term hereof the premises or any part
thereof shall be or become abandoned or deserted, vacated or vacant, or should the COUNTY be
evicted by summary proceedings or otherwise, without being liable for prosecution therefor, or
for damages; and as agent for the COUNTY or otherwise, re-let the premises and receive any rent
from a new tenant Any rent received through such efforts shall first be applied to cover the cost
of securing and re-leasing the Exclusive Premises and secondly shall serve to offset rent or other
obligations owed by the COUNTY. No security deposit has been paid by COUNTY or required
by CHURCH for this Agreement.

25. Any equipment, fixtures, goods or other property of the COUNTY, not removed by the
COUNTY upon the termination of this lease, or upon any quitting, vacating or abandonment of
the premises by the COUNTY, or upon the COUNTY's eviction, shall be considered as abandoned
and the CHURCH shall have the right, without any notice to the COUNTY, to sell or otherwise
dispose of the same, at the expense of the COUNTY, and shall not be accountable to the
COUNTY for any part of the proceeds of such sale, if any.

26. If the COUNTY shall fail or refuse to comply with and perform any conditions and covenants
of the lease, the CHURCH may, if the CHURCH so elects, carry out and perform such conditions
and covenants, at the cost and expense of the COUNTY, and the said cost and expense shall be
payable on demand, or at the option of the CHURCH shall be added to the installment of
monthly payments due immediately thereafter but in no case later than one month after such
demand, whichever occurs sooner, and shall be due and payable as such. This remedy shall be in
addition to such other remedies as the CHURCH may have hereunder by reason of the breach by
the COUNTY of any of the covenants and conditions in their lease contained.

27. In case of fire or other casualty, the COUNTY shall give immediate notice to the CHURCH.
If the premises shall be partially damaged by fire, the elements or other casualty, the CHURCH
shall repair the same as speedily as practicable, but the COUNTY's obligation to pay the monthly
payment hereunder shall not cease if both the Exclusive Premises and Shared Space remains
habitable and allow Head Start operations to continue. If, in the opinion of the CHURCH, the
premises be so extensively and substantially damaged as to render them un-tenantable, then the
rent shall cease until such time as the premises shall be made tenantable by the CHURCH.
However, if, in the opinion of the CHURCH, the premises be totally destroyed or so extensively
and substantially damaged as to require practically a rebuilding thereof, then the rent shall be
paid up to the time of such destruction and then and from thenceforth this lease shall come to an
end. In no event however, shall the provisions of this clause become effective or be applicable, if
the fire or other casualty and damage shall be the result of the carelessness, negligence or
improper conduct of the COUNTY or the COUNTY's agents, employees, guests, licensees,
invitees, assignees or successors. In such case the COUNTY's liability for the payment of the
monthly payment and the performance of all the covenants, conditions and terms hereof on the
COUNTY's part to be performed shall continue and the COUNTY shall be liable to the CHURCH
for the damage and loss suffered by the CHURCH. If the COUNTY shall have been insured
against any of the risks herein covered, then the proceeds of such insurance shall be paid over to
the CHURCH to the extent of the CHURCH s costs and expenses to make the repairs hereunder,
and such insurance carriers shall have no recourse against the CHURCH for reimbursement.

28. Any adjustments or additions to this AGREEMENT shall be in writing and attached to all



copies with the mutual agreement of all parties. Such adjustments or additions shall be submitted
by either the CHURCH or the COUNTY with at least thirty (30) days notice prior to their taking
effect.

29. This Lease shall run to all rightful successors and assigns of the CHURCH and/or the
COUNTY. The CHURCH may assign any of its interest under this Lease to any subsequent
owner of the premises leased herein without the prior approval of the COUNTY upon no less than
thirty (30) days prior written notice to the COUNTY. The COUNTY may not assign any of its
interest under this Lease without the prior written approval of the CHURCH.

30. If the SCHOOL remains in occupancy past the expiration of this lease (as may be extended
via renewal options) with the consent of the CHURCH, the SCHOOL shall become a month-to-
month tenant and in addition to any other financial obligations, pay rent at 150% of the rent in
place at the end of the lease term (as may be extended via renewal options).

34. The CHURCH reserves the right to lease other portions/rooms of the property not subject to
this Agreement to third parties, which may require the sharing of the playground. Both the
CHURCH and the SCHOOL agree to work with each other on a mutually agreeable arrangement
should this event arise.

ORDINANCE NO. 16
ADAMS COUNTY, COLORADO
DESIGNATED RESIDENTIAL PARKING DISTRICTS

WHEREAS, Colorado Revised Statute (C.R.S.) 8 30-15-401(1)(h), authorizes the Board of
County Commissioners (BoCC) to adopt ordinances which control and regulate the movement
and parking of vehicles and motor vehicles on public property; and,

WHEREAS, C.R.S. 8 30-15-402(1), authorizes fines to be imposed for violations of any county
ordinance; and,

WHEREAS, C.R.S. § 30-15-402.5(1) authorizes the BoCC to designate personnel authorized to
enforce its duly adopted county ordinances by issuing citations or summonses and complaints to
violators of its ordinances; and,

WHEREAS, the BoCC has determined that it should designate all Adams County Code
Compliance Officers and their supervisors, the Adams County Sheriff, and all Adams County
Deputy Sheriffs as authorized enforcement personnel of the provisions of this Ordinance; and,

WHEREAS, the BoCC believes that the adoption of this Ordinance will benefit Adams County

residents by allowing individual neighborhoods to request the implementation of designated
residential parking districts.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Board of County Commissioners of Adams
County, Colorado as follows:

ARTICLE I: GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 1.1: Title

This ordinance shall be known and referred to as the “Adams County Designated Residential
Parking Districts Ordinance.”

Section 1.2:  Application

This Ordinance shall apply to all public streets and parking areas within the unincorporated areas
of Adams County, Colorado.

Section 1.3:  Definitions
Pursuant to C.R.S. 8 2-4-101, all words and phrases contained in this Ordinance shall be read in

context and construed according to the rules of grammar and common usage, unless otherwise
particularly defined herein.

“Adams County Code Compliance Officer” means a code compliance officer or
supervisor employed by Adams County for the purpose of providing code compliance
services for unincorporated areas of Adams County.

“Adams County Deputy Sheriff” means a law enforcement officer employed by the
Adams County Sheriff’s Office with the authority to enforce state laws and county
regulations, rules, ordinances, or resolutions within unincorporated Adams County.

“Designated Residential Parking District” or “District” means an area in which the
parking of vehicles has been restricted to residents within the designated area, as
indicated by parking control devices and outlined on the Adams County website.

“Holiday” means New Year’s Day, Martin Luther King, Jr. Day, President’s Day,
Memorial Day, Independence Day, Veterans’ Day, Labor Day, Cabrini Day,
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day, and such additional entire days declared as holidays
by County Resolution or state or federal statue. Where the holiday observed differs from
the day of the historical event commemorated, the day observed is the holiday for the
purposes of parking enforcement.

“Household” means any individual legal address within a designated residential parking
district.

“Parking Control Device” means all signs, signals, markings, and devices placed or
displayed by Adams County in accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance for the
purpose of regulating, warning, or guiding the parking of vehicles.

“Permit” means an authorization issued by Adams County in accordance with established
County guidelines allowing the permit holder to park a motor vehicle in a Designated
Residential Parking District.

“Street” means the entire width between the property boundary lines of every way
publicly maintained when any part thereof is open to the use of the public for purposes of
vehicular travel and includes, without limitation, alleys, and the entire width of every way
declared to be a public highway by any law.

“Time” means, whenever certain hours are named herein or on any Parking Control
Device, Mountain Standard Time or Mountain Daylight Time, depending on the date, as
prescribed by state law. Mountain Standard Time is coordinated universal time minus
seven hours. Mountain Daylight Time is coordinated universal time minus six hours.

ARTICLE Il: ENFORCEMENT

Section 2.1: Enforcement

Pursuant to Adams County Ordinance No.9, the Model Traffic Code, the Adams County Sheriff
and Sheriff’s Deputies are authorized to enforce parking rules and regulations adopted by Adams



County. Additionally, as authorized by C.R.S. § 30-15-402.5, the Board finds it necessary and in
the public interest to vest specific enforcement authority to County personnel listed in this
Avrticle who shall have the authority and responsibility to enforce this Ordinance.

Section 2.2: Who May Enforce

This Ordinance may be enforced by:

@) All Adams County Code Compliance Officers and their supervisors; and,

(b) The Adams County Sheriff and all Adams County Deputy Sheriffs.

ARTICLE I1I:
RESTRICTED PARKING IN DESIGNATED RESIDENTIAL DISTRICTS

Section 3.1: Applicability

This Ordinance shall apply to all public streets and parking areas in the unincorporated areas of
Adams County, Colorado.

Section 3.2: Vehicle Owner Liable for Violation

No owner of a vehicle shall allow, or fail to prevent, the stopping or parking of that vehicle, in
violation of any of the prohibitions or requirements of this Ordinance. The owner of the vehicle
is liable for any such violation.

Section 3.3: Restricting Parking in Designated Residential Districts

@) Subject to final approval by the BoCC, the Community Safety and Well-Being
Department (the “Department”) is hereby authorized to determine that there is a need to
restrict parking of vehicles on the streets in a designated residential area by individuals
who do not reside in that area.

(b) The determination that an area should be designated as a Residential Parking District may
be made based on a finding that unrestricted parking could cause hazardous traffic
conditions in the residential area; produce excessive auto emissions, noise, trash and/or
refuse; unreasonably burden access by area residents to their residences; damage the
character of the area; or diminish the value of property in the area.

(©) The determination that an area should be designated as a Residential Parking District may
be made if sixty percent (60%) of the households within the designated area support such
determination.

(d) The boundaries of the area within which parking will be restricted shall be determined by
the Community Safety and Well-Being Department Director or their designee.

Once the area is determined, the Department shall present its finding of the need for a
Residential Parking District, the proposed boundaries, and the proposed restrictions for
the area to the BoCC for approval.

Proposed restrictions for the area may include limiting the duration of parking for
nonresidents of the area, designating certain no parking areas, limiting parking on certain
days and/or during designated hours to residents of such area, and/or imposing any other
restrictions reasonably necessary to mitigate the parking problem and associated harm.

If the Residential Parking District is approved by the BoCC, the Department shall publish
information about the restrictions on the Adams County website and install Parking
Control Devices in the restricted area that describe the restrictions and provide notice that
vehicles parked in violation of the applicable restrictions will be subject to ticketing,
fines, and/or impoundment.

If the parking restriction limits parking to residents of a District, resident permits shall be
obtained from the Department. Resident parking permits shall be assigned to all residents
of the designated area who provide their vehicle information.

Holders of parking permits issued in accordance with the terms of this Ordinance shall
have unrestricted parking access within the District that they reside, provided that such
parking shall be in accordance with all other existing laws, ordinances, rules, and
regulations.

Each household within a designated permit parking District will be given two (2) visitor
permits to be displayed as needed. The use of visitor permits will be limited in
accordance with policies adopted by the Department. The policies will be available on
the Adams County website. If a visitor permit is lost, a replacement may be obtained
from the Department upon payment of a replacement fee.

No person may allow, or fail to prevent, their vehicle to be parked in any District in
violation of any restriction imposed in accordance with the terms of this Ordinance.

This Ordinance shall not apply to emergency vehicles responding to an emergency or to
delivery vehicles that are in the process of making a delivery.

ARTICLE IV: PROCEDURES AND PENALTIES

Section 4.1: Procedures

Pursuant to C.R.S. 8 30-15-402, any person who violates any part of this ordinance
commits a traffic infraction, and upon conviction thereof, shall be punished by a fine of
not more than one thousand dollars for each separate violation.

Unless a person who has been cited for a traffic infraction pays the penalty assessment
and surcharge as provided in the penalty assessment notice, the provisions of C.R.S. 8§



42-4-1701 and 42-4-1073, and 42-4-1708 to 42-4-1718 shall apply, except that the fine or
penalty for a violation charged and the surcharge thereon shall be paid to the county.

As authorized by C.R.S. 8 30-15-402, the Penalty Assessment procedure provided in
C.R.S. § 16-2-201 may be followed by any arresting law enforcement officer or Adams
County Code Compliance Officer for any violation of this Ordinance.

When an Officer comes upon a vehicle which is parked in apparent violation of this
Ordinance, the Officer may place upon the vehicle a penalty assessment notice as
specified in C.R.S. § 16-2-201 (2); except that said notice shall contain the license plate
number and state of registration of the vehicle and need not contain the identification of
the vehicle owner.

The penalty assessment notice shall be a summons and complaint containing the license
plate number and state of registration of the vehicle, specification of the offense and
applicable fine, and a requirement that the alleged offender pay the fine or appear to
answer the charge at a specified time and place. A duplicate copy of the notice shall be
sent to the Clerk of the Adams County Court in the 17" Judicial District.

If the owner of the vehicle chooses to acknowledge their guilt, they may pay the specified
fine in person, online, or by mail at the place and within the time specified in the notice.
If they choose not to acknowledge their guilt, they shall appear in court as required in the
notice.

Section 4.3: Penalties

The following penalties shall apply to violations of the provisions of this Ordinance:

Any violation of this Ordinance is a traffic infraction and subject to a fine of $15 and a
surcharge of $6. All fines or penalties and the surcharge thereon shall be paid into the
treasury of Adams County.

In addition, if the penalty assessment procedure authorized by this Ordinance is not used,
a person convicted of violating any provision of this Ordinance shall pay a ten-dollar
(%$10.00) surcharge for each violation to the clerk of the court as provided in C.R.S. § 30-
15-402(2). The Clerk of the Court shall transmit the ten-dollar surcharge to the court
administrator of Seventeenth Judicial District for credit to the Victims and Witness
Assistance and Law Enforcement fund established pursuant to C.R.S. § 42-4.2-103.

If the penalty assessment procedure authorized by this Ordinance is not used, Court Costs
may be assessed against violators in addition to the fines and surcharges imposed by this
Ordinance. Court costs, if any, shall be paid directly to the Clerk of Court.



Section 4.4: Towing and Impoundment

In addition to any other penalty imposed herein, any motor vehicle parked in violation of this
Ordinance and left unattended for a period of forty-eight hours or longer may be towed and
impounded by the Adams County Sheriff’s Office in accordance with C.R.S. § 42-4-1801, et seq.

ARTICLE V: ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS

Section 5.1: Separate Infractions

For each parking violation a new and separate infraction occurs when a vehicle remains parked

in violation of the restrictions posted on a Parking Control Device for more than two hours after
the issuance of the preceding parking ticket. Citations issued to a single vehicle may not exceed
three (3) in any consecutive 24-hour period.

Section 5.2: Regulations Not Exclusive

This Ordinance is in addition to, and not in place of, all other existing laws, ordinances, rules,
and regulations concerning the subject matter contained herein.

Section 5.3:  Interpretation

This Ordinance shall be interpreted and construed as to effectuate its general purpose. Section
headings and cross references of this ordinance shall not be deemed to govern, limit, modify or
affect in any manner the scope, meaning or extent of the provisions of this Ordinance or any
Section thereof.

Section 5.4:  Severability

Should any section, clause, sentence, or part of this Ordinance be adjudged by any court of
competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or invalid, the same shall not affect, impair, or
invalidate the Ordinance as a whole, or any part thereof, other than the part so declared to be
invalid.

Section 5.5: Effective Date

In accordance with C.R.S. § 30-15-405, the BoCC hereby determines that this Ordinance shall
become effective on November 1, 2021.

SUMMARY OF APPLICATION

Background:

The applicant, Chad Kochenberger of Mile High Outdoor sign company, is requesting a
conditional use permit to continue use of an existing off-premise sign (billboard) in the
Commercial-5 (C-5) zone district at 7850 Federal Blvd. This sign was originally approved and
constructed in 2011 as a 35-foot tall, 300 square-foot two-sided off-premise sign, which included
a variation to the required setback distance to allow 7.5 feet from the north property line and an
operational condition that limited use of lighting during overnight hours from 10 pm to 6 am.
With this new request, the applicant is proposing to preserve the existing sign structure and
convert the two-side sign face to an electronic sign and is also requesting removal of the
limitation in overnight lighting.

Site Characteristics:

The subject property is approximately 13,500 sq. ft. in size and is currently developed with an
automotive service garage. The parcel is adjacent to an alley and residential uses to the east,
commercial uses to the north and south, and Federal Blvd. and a Highway 36 on-ramp to the
west, with residential uses farther west. The billboard is located in the northwestern portion of
the parcel, roughly 39 feet from the western property line, 7.5 feet from the northern property
line, 109 feet from the eastern property line, and 60 feet to the southern property line. All
setbacks listed above are measured from the leading edge of the sign. The measurements on the
site plan are slightly greater, as the provided measurements to the north and south are taken from
the sign pole.

Development Standards and Regulations:

The property is zoned Commercial-5 (C-5). Section 3-23-01 of the County’s Development
Standards and Regulations (DSR) states the purpose of the C-5 district is to serve as a general
retail and service district designed to provide the broadest scope of services and products for
both the general and traveling public in an interstate and regional context. In certain situations,
it may be appropriate through a conditional use permit to allow a mix of uses in this zone
district — allowing both residential and commercial uses within one building. Off-premise
advertising devices are permitted with an approved Conditional Use Permit in the C-5 district.

Section 4-16 of the DSR outlines the required design and performance standards for billboards,
which includes standards for electronic signs. These standards ensure outdoor advertising
devices are properly located to minimize visual and physical impacts to surrounding properties.
Required design standards include maximum height, maximum sign area, number of billboards
allowed per lot, minimum setbacks from property lines, and minimum spacing from other off-
premise signs.

The applicant has provided a site plan and elevation renderings with the subject request.
Although the C-5 zone district allows structures up to 40 feet in height, the billboard is currently
35 feet in height; this was a condition of approval of the previous permit. The sign has two
faces, with each being three hundred (300) square feet per sign face (10 feet high and 30 feet
wide) and conforms to the maximum sign area of 300 square feet for each single sign face.



Section 4-16-07 of the DSR outlines other limitations for off-premise signs. The minimum
right-of-way and property line setback requirements shall be equal to the height of the billboard,
as measured from the leading edge of the sign face. Variations in the setback requirement may
be granted with the issuance of a Conditional Use Permit. The existing billboard is 35 feet in
height and so the setback distance from the adjacent right-of-way and property lines would be
required to be a minimum of 35 feet. A waiver was granted with the initial approval to allow the
7.5-foot setback to the north property line, and with the structure not proposed to be relocated a
similar variation is included with this request. The sign is approximately 45 feet from the
structure on the neighboring property to the north.

Section 4-16-03 of the DSR allows only one off-premise sign is permitted per lot. In addition,
all off-premise signs located on the same side of a road or highway shall be separated by a
minimum of 2,000 linear feet. The existing billboard is the only billboard permitted on the
property and the applicant has provided a map demonstrating that no billboards are within 2,000
linear feet of the subject site, with the nearest more than one mile to the south.

Section 4-16-06-02 of the DSR allows electronic sign as part of a billboard. Performance
standards for electronic signs include duration of message, transition of message, prohibited
electronic devices, and maximum brightness. Each message displayed shall remain static for a
minimum of four seconds, with 10 seconds being optimal, and must transition immediately to the
next message displayed. All such signs shall have a default mode to prevent the display from
malfunctioning in a flashing or intermittent fashion. Electronic devices shall not display
animated images or graphics, scrolling messages, videos, or emit audible sounds. In addition,
each sign shall be equipped with light monitors and controls that automatically adjust to
environmental/outside conditions. According to the applicant, the proposed billboard will
conform to all electronic sign performance standards, and the applicant is proposing a longer
duration of message time of eight (8) seconds. The sign will display only static messages and
shall not exceed the maximum brightness of 0.3 footcandles during nighttime hours from sunset
to sunrise. A lighting diagram of anticipated areas impacted has been provided in Exhibit 3.2

The applicant is requesting the previous restriction on overnight lighting be removed with the
proposed conversion to an electronic sign. The applicant states the sign will be equipped with
automated light dimming technology that adjusts brightness to the ambient light conditions in the
area and will keep the sign in full compliance with brightness standards required by the County
and the State. Further, the applicant states the current upward facing halogen bulbs on the current
static billboard actually creates greater light spillage than the digital screens during the hours in
which lighting is allowed. The sign will be equipped with light blocking louvers and down
angled LEDs to focus the light and image at the intended viewing audience. For areas outside of
the viewing area, the applicant states sign images will not be visible and will be prepared to
discuss the technology in greater detail if requested during the applicant presentation.

In addition to the Adams County Development Standards and Regulations, the proposed
billboard must also show compliance will all the requirements of the Colorado Outdoor
Advertising Act, C.R.S. 43-1-401 et. Seq. and the Colorado rules and regulations promulgated
thereunder by the Colorado Department of Transportation.



Future Land Use Designation/Comprehensive Plan:

The future land use designation on the property is Urban Residential. Per Chapter 5 of the
Adams County Comprehensive Plan, Urban Residential areas are designated for single and
multiple family housing, typically at urban densities of one dwelling per acre or greater. These
areas are intended to provide for development of residential neighborhoods with a variety of
housing types, with adequate urban services and transportation facilities. Urban residential areas
may include supporting neighborhood commercial uses designed to serve the needs of nearby
residents.

The recommendation of approval for the subject billboard is based strictly on the criteria of
approval for a Conditional Use Permit; however, it is important to discuss the project’s
compliance with the applicable subarea plans. The Comprehensive Plan and its adopted subarea
plans are intended to provide guidance for future development within the County.

Entryway Image — Initiate landscaping, streetscaping, and buffering programs to
improve the entryway image of the County as viewed from 1-70, 1-25, and 1-76 and key
highway exits into the County;

2. 14.7.b. Screening and Buffering — Require improved buffering for new development
along the 1-70, 1-25, and 1-76 corridors, and require screening for new outdoor storage
and activities visible from 1-70, 1-25, and 1-76; and

3. 14.7.c Signs — Review and update the sign regulation provisions, including control of off-
premise signs, applicable to private lands visible from 1-70, 1-25, and I-76 and key
highway exits into the County.

Strategy 14.7.c suggests that the County should update the sign code to potentially control the
number of off-premise signs permitted along gateways into Adams County. The plan also
suggests that setbacks and buffers from 1-25 and 1-76 should be greater than in other areas of the
County.

Compatibility with the Surrounding Area:
The subject parcel is located east of Federal Blvd. and just north of Cottonwood Dr., and further
north of the on- and off-ramps onto Highway 36. The properties to the east of the subject parcel




are zoned for residential uses. The properties to the south and north are zoned commercial, and to
the west across Federal Blvd. and the west-bound onramp onto Highway 36 are single-family
residential uses within the City of Westminster.

Planning Commission Update:

The case was heard by the Adams County Planning Commission on July 8, 2021. Members of
the Commission had questions regarding the existing lighting of the sign, the brightness of the
proposed electronic sign at night, the previous limitation on overnight lighting, and whether the
sign faces will be back-to-back or V-shaped. No members of the public spoke at the hearing.

Board of County Commissioners Update:

The case was heard by the Adams County Board of County Commissioners on July 27, 2021.
The case was continued to allow the applicants to provide additional information regarding the
brightness of the lighting of the existing sign, and to communicate with any neighboring
residents that might have concerns regarding the nighttime brightness of the proposed sign
conversion.

Staff Recommendation:

Based upon the application, the criteria for approval of a Conditional Use Permit, Staff
recommends APPROVAL of the subject request with 8 Findings-of-Fact, 4 Conditions, and 2
Notes to the applicant.

1. The conditional use is permitted in the applicable zone district.

2. The conditional use is consistent with the purposes of these standards and regulations.

3. The conditional use will comply with the requirements of these standards and regulations,

4. The conditional use is compatible with the surrounding area, harmonious with the
character of the neighborhood, not detrimental to the immediate area, not detrimental to
the future development of the area, and not detrimental to the health, safety, or welfare of
the inhabitants of the area and the County.

The conditional use permit has addressed all off-site impacts.

6. The site is suitable for the proposed conditional use including adequate usable space,
adequate access, and absence of environmental constraints.

7. The site plan for the proposed conditional use will provide the most convenient and
functional use of the lot including the parking scheme, traffic circulation, open space,
fencing, screening, landscaping, signage, and lighting.

8. Sewer, water, storm water drainage, fire protection, police protection, and roads are
available and adequate to serve the needs of the conditional use as designed and
proposed.

Recommended Conditions of Approval:
1. The applicant shall obtain a building permit from Adams County for the billboard,
including all required building permit inspections.
2. The maximum height of the sign is to remain at 35 ft. in compliance with the
Commercial-5 zone district maximum height.




3. Each message displayed on the billboard shall remain static for a minimum of eight (8)
seconds and must transition immediately to the next message displayed.
4. The approval of the off-premise sign shall expire July 27, 2031.

Recommended Notes to the Applicant:

1. All applicable building, zoning, health, fire, and engineering requirements and codes
shall be adhered to with this request. The applicant may submit an alternative design that
can be approved through a Minor Amendment to this Conditional Use Permit by staff, as
long as the design complies with the Adams County Development Standards and
Regulations at the time of building permit application.

2. The conditional use permit shall expire on July 27, 2022 if building permits are not
obtained from Adams County for the digital sign conversion.

Mile High Outdoor Advertising is applying for the renewal of a Conditional Use Permit that expires
7/27/21 for its existing off-premise sign located at 7850-7854 Federal Blvd. In addition to renewing the
Conditional Use Permit, Mile High Outdoor would like to convert the existing two-sided 10'x30’ (300 sq.
ft.) static off-premise sign to a two-sided digital LED off-premise sign. The property is zoned C-5 and is
on the east side of Federal Blvd. approximately 900’ south of 80™ Ave. and approximately 230’ north of
Cottonwood Blvd. For reference, this is parcel #0171932106039, and is owned by Fairview Co, as are all
of the parcels between 80™ Ave. and Cottonwood Blvd., except the car wash parcel that is owned by
Majestic Co. However, Majestic Co. is also owned by the same principle as those of the Fairview Co.
We are asking for approval on a new conditional use permit and the LED digital conversion prior to the
expiration date. Details of the proposed off-premise sign are as follows:

The location and size of the current sign is not being altered. Simply the displays are changing from
static to digital LED on both sides. The current structure is capable of holding digital faces and does not
need to be removed or changed.

SETBACK- Pole support shall be a minimum of 50’ from Federal Blvd. The existing sign
structure is not changing; thus, location and setback are not changing.

SIZE- Each side would be 300 sq. ft. 10’ high x 30’ long. Same size as the current static
sign.

ORIENTATION- Sign faces would be oriented toward northbound and southbound Federal Blvd.
Same as the current static sign.

LIGHTING- Two (2) LED 16-millimeter screens, equipped with auto-dimmers and wireless
communications. The digital LED screens will meet all sign regulations required
by Adam’s County, and will employ a new light mitigating technology that will
decrease light exposure to any potential neighboring properties.

This sign conforms with County regulations SECTION 4-15 OFF-PREMISE SIGN (BILLBOARD) as follows:
1. Off-Premise Signs Allowed/Property- There is no existing off-premise sign on this parcel, and this

will be the only off-premise sign on this parcel.

2. Maximum Off-Premise Size- 300 sq. ft. per side. The proposed sign is 10’ high x 30’ long, or 300
sg. ft. per side.

In addition to these reporting thresholds, a Land Development APEN (Form APCD-223) may be
required for land development. Under Colorado air quality

regulations, land development refers to all land clearing activities, including but not limited
to land preparation such as excavating or grading, for residential, commercial or

industrial development. Land development activities release fugitive dust, a pollutant
regulation by APCD. Small land development activities are not subject to the same reporting
and permitting requirements as large land activities. Specifically, land development activities

PLNO2: Existing site information

7. Existing billboard approved with RCU2011-0007 with 4 conditions of approval summarized as follows;
1. Meet requirements of Section 4-15 (Off-Premise Advertising Devices-now located in Section 4-
16).

Response: The existing MHO billboard (off-premise advertising device) is in compliance with all
CDOT and Adams County requirements.

2. The billboard will shall have static messages only. Conversions to digital sign requires a major
amendment.

Response: MHO is requesting to convert the existing 2-sided static billboard, to a 2-sided digital
billboard. It would remain in compliance with all Adams County and CDOT regulations. The images
displayed will remain static for 8 seconds with no motion. Changes from one message to the next
are instantaneous, with no fading to black or slideshow effect. MHO currently operates multiple
digital billboards in Adams County complying with all current standards and regulations. This
request would be no different.

3. Sign lighting not permitted between 10 pm and 6 am.

Response: MHO requests to allow 24-hour illumination based on the following:

e  Ourdigital signs are equipped with automated light dimming technology that adjusts
brightness to the ambient light conditions in the area. This feature also keeps the digital
billboard in full compliance with the brightness standards required by Adams County and
the state.

e MHO'’s digital sign will be equipped with light blocking louvers and down angled LEDs to
focus the light and image at the intended viewing audience. If you are outside of the
viewing area, you will not see anything. See the light study and video in Exhibit B for
greater detail about this technology.

e The current upward facing halogen bulbs on the current static billboard actually creates
greater light spillage than the digital screens discussed above and in Exhibit B.

4. Maximum height of 35 ft.

Response: The current height of the sign is 35 ft. and will remain at the current height of 35 ft.



PLNO3: Sign setback-Please provide an updated site plan that includes all setback measurements to
confirm sign location meets standards from all property lines.

Minimum setbacks from property lines and right-of-way shall be equal to the height of billboard as
measured from the leading edge of the sign face, see Section 4-16-07 #1.

The existing setback from the property line to the leading edge of the sign face is 39.3 feet. This will
not change.

This standard has changed since this billboard was originally approved 10 years ago. Chiefly, that the
required setback is now measured from the leading edge of the sign, not the sign pole. See Section 4-
16-07 #2.

Response: MHO has provided a survey of the property showing the west side boundary property line
to the edge of the billboard. This shows the set back being 39.3 feet from edge of western side of
billboard to property line. See attached Exhibit A.

Upon review of the previous approval, a variation to the setback requirements at the time was
granted for the setback from the north property line, and was not required from Federal Blvd. In
order for the sign to remain in its existing location, variations may need to be granted from both if
the western edge of the sign is unable to meet the matching height setback fromFederal.

Response: Please see attached survey showing the western portion of the property with set back of
39.3 feet to eastern portion of the billboard face. See exhibit A.

PLNOA4: Sign height - Please provide detailed elevations of the sign structure detailing the height and
dimensions and update application materials as necessary.

There appears to be a discrepancy in the requested height in the application materials of 40 ft., and
the approved height as part of the original approval of 35 ft. Review of previous approval indicate
the approved height was lowered to 35 ft. in order to conform to the maximum height of the C-5
Commercial zone district. Building permit records indicate the sign was approved for this height as
well (SGN2011-00056 and BDP11-2459).

Response: The sign will remain at the current height of 35 ft. and will stay in accordance with C-5
Commercial zone district.
Sign will meet 8 ft. minimum ground clearance. Please verify 27 ft. clearance provided upon

confirmation of total structure height above.

Response: The current sign height from grade to the lowest clearance point is 22 feet. This is
greater than the required clearance of 8 ft.



3. Maximum height of a billboard is 40 ft., but we recommend request to remain at 35 ft.
for conformance with C-5 zoning.

Response: This was a mistake in the initial application materials provided. The current
sign is 35 feet tall and remain at this height.

4. Please provide measurement of distance between sign faces to ensure adherence with 3.5
ft. maximum for back-to-back signs, see Section 4-16-07 #6.

Response: The current static sign is less than 3.5 ft. between each sign. The proposed
digital billboard will remain at the same spacing of 3.5 ft. for back-to-back sign.

PLNO5: Conversion to electronic sign — Applicant has provided the following information: Signs will
consist of two LED 16-millimeter screens equipped with auto-dimmers and wireless
communications. LED screens to meet all sign regulations required by Adams County and will
employ light mitigating technology that will decrease light exposure to neighboring properties.

1. Previous approval included a condition that lighting was not permitted between 10pm and
6am due to heightened concern about impacts to neighboring residences to the east.

Response: MHO requests to allow 24 hour illimitation based on the following:

e  Ourdigital signs are equipped with automated light dimming technology that adjusts
brightness to the ambient light conditions in the area. This feature also keeps the digital
billboard in full compliance with the brightness standards required by Adams County and
the state.

MHOQO'’s digital sign will be equipped with light blocking louvers and down angled LEDs to
focus the light and image at the intended viewing audience. If you are outside of the
viewing area, you will not see anything. See the light study and video in Exhibit B for
greater detail about this technology. The current upward facing halogen bulbs on the
static billboard actually create greater light spillage than the digital screens discussed
above and in Exhibit B.

As shown in Exhibit B, light from the digital sign will not impact the commercial and

residential properties.

2. Please provide additional detail how proposed electronic conversion will not impact these
neighbors. Providing a photometric plan is recommended to illustrate this.

Response: Please reference Exhibit B, a light study showing the primary audience that will
see the digital billboard, as well as the areas of no impact. It also contains a video of the
light mitigating technology that will be employed by MHO at this location.

3. Please review and affirm adherence to all lighting standards in Section 4-16-06-02, specifically
#4 of a maximum of .03 foot-candles emitted by the source. Further describe use of light
monitoring and control, and state if any of these standards can be exceeded to further
minimize neighboring impacts (such as agreeing to meet the optimal 10 second message
duration, providing a dimmer light source than required).



Response: Please see Exhibit C. This is a letter recently written by MHQO’s digital sign
manufacturer to the City of Lakewood resulting in the approval of a digital billboard with the
city. It provides detail about automated light adjustments made by the billboard to ensure full
compliance with the .03 foot-candle requirements. This is the same digital billboard
manufacturer and technology that will be used of this proposed conversion.

MHO also requests to maintain the industry standard 8 second message duration to maintain
consistency. This is what we use on all of our other Adams County digital billboards, and it is
the common message duration for outdoor advertising all across the United States. Given that
the message changes instantaneously, there is no distraction or additional light mitigation
created when comparing an 8 second message to a 10 second message. An 8 second message
duration is in full compliance with both CDOT and Adams County regulations.

PLNO6: Maximum size of a billboard is 300 sq. ft. Existing sign and proposed electronic conversion
will remain at 300 sq. ft.

Response: This is correct, the sign dimensions will stay exactly the same.

PLNO7: Comprehensive Plan Review

1. Future land use designation for site is Urban Residential. Urban residential areas are designated
for single and multiple family housing, typically at urban densities of one dwelling per acre or
greater. These areas are intended to provide for development of residential neighborhoods with
a variety of housing types, with adequate urban services and transportation facilities. Urban
residential areas may include supporting neighborhood commercial uses designed to serve the

needs of nearby residents.
a. Review - Only supporting neighborhood commercial uses are considered compatible.

Proposed billboard for off-premise advertising is generally not considered a compatible
use, but use is permitted conditionally in the C-5 district with a limited approval
duration. Staff will likely recommend 10 yearsfor

b. The Comprehensive Plan includes area-specific policies and strategies regarding
gateway corridors that supports reviewing and updating sign ordinance provisions to
control off-premise signs. Abundance of recent billboard requests may be a topic of
concern for the Planning Commission and Board of County Commissioners.

2. Federal Blvd. Framework Plan does not address Off-Premise Signs directly, but suggests
possible blight conditions be addressed as part of further corridor planning with coordinated
signage standards.

3. The County is currently undertaking additional corridor planning efforts as part of the
Comprehensive Plan update and associated Transportation Plan updates. Please visit
https://www.adcogov.org/advancing-adams for moreinformation.

. Each message displayed on the billboard shall remain static for a
minimum of eight (8) seconds and must transition immediately to the next
message displayed.

. The approval of the off-premise sign shall expire August 17, 2031.



Recommended Notes to the Applicant

1. All applicable building, zoning, health, fire, and engineering requirements
and codes shall be adhered to with this request. The applicant may submit
an alternative design that can be approved through a Minor Amendment
to this Conditional Use Permit by staff, as long as the design complies with

the Adams County Development Standards and Regulations at the time of
building permit application.

2. The conditional use permit shall expire on August 17, 2022 if a building
permit is not obtained from Adams County for the digital sign conversion.
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Key Points regarding the FHWA Research

» The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) contracted the Science Applications International Corporation
(SAIC) to study the effects of digital billboards on driver attention and distraction in 2007.

» This study was aimed at determining if digital billboards posed an unsafe driver distraction and was based on
how long drivers took their eyes off the road when in the presence of digital billboards.

* FHWA emphasized that the study employed highly accurate state of the art research methodology and eye
tracking equipment, which ensures a high level of confidence in the eventual findings.

* The study was completed in early 2010, and a draft report was subjected to peer review in 2012.
* On December 30, 2013, FHWA released its final report

The FHWA conducted its research on digital billboards based on an eye-glance analysis in two test markets:
Reading, PA, and Richmond, VA.

In both cities, digital billboards were located on freeways and local arterials.

Results from the FHWA study indicate the following:
