SERVICE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made this.{(> day of g&[ )( ?i Q(‘ﬁi 2013, by and
between the Adams County Board of County Commissioners, located/at 4430 South Adams
County Parkway, Brighton, Colorado 80601, hereinafter referred to as the "County," and Front
Range Flu Shots, located at 7421 8. Curtice Court, Littleton, CO 80102 or P.O. Box 1093,
Littletons, CO 80160, hereinafter referred to as the "Contractor.” The County and the Contractor
may be collectively referred to herein as the “Parties”,

The County and the Confractor, for the consideration herein set forth, agree as follows:

SERVICES OF THE CONTRACTOR:

I, The Contractor shall provide sufficient vaceine, supplies, equipment and personnel to
administer flu vaccines for the number of Adams County employees desiring the
vaceinations for the 2013 Vaccination Flu Provider Services. In doing so, the Contractor shall
perform all of the work described in the 2011.129 Flu Vaccination Provider RFP documents
which are attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit “A,” and the Contractor’s
response, which is attached hereto and is incorporated herein as Exhibit “B” including the
revised payment and fee schedule for 2013, Contractor will comply with all local, state and
federal rules and regulations relating to the adroinistration of flu vaccine.

I.1. Emergency Services: In the event the Adams County Board of County Comumissioners
declares an emergency, the County may request additional services (of the type
described in this Agreement or otherwise within the expertise of Contractor) to be
performed by Contractor, If County requests such additional services, Contractor shall
provide such services in a timely fashion given the nature of the emergency, pursuant fo
the terms of this Agreement. Unless ofherwise agreed to in writing by the parties,
Contractor shall bill for such services at the rates provided for in this Agreement.

2, RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE COUNTY: The County shall provide information as
necessary or requested by the Contractor to enable the Contractor's performance under this
Agreement,

3. TERM:

3.1, Term of Apreement: The Term of this Agreement shall commence on September 1,
2013 through December 30, 2013.

3.2, Extension Option: The County, at its sole option, may offer to extend this Agreement as
necessary for up to two, one year extensions providing satisfactory service is given and
all terms and conditions of this Agreement have been fulfilled. Such extensions must be
mutually agreed upon in writing by the County and the Coniractor, and approved by the
Adams County Board of County Commissioners,

4. PAYMENT AND FEE SCHEDULE: The County shail pay the Contractor for services
furnished under this Agreement, and the Contractor shall accept as full payment for those
services, the sum of twenty-five dollars (325.00) per influenza shot. Where fewer than




fifteen (15) shots are administered 2 thirty-five dollar ($35.00) per hour fee for cach site will
be charged. The not to exceed amount for this agreement is fifteen thousand dollars
($15,000.00).

4.1. Payment pursuant to this Agreement, whether in full or in part, is subject to and
contingent upon the continuing availability of County funds for the purposes hereof. In
the event that funds become unavailable, as determined by the County, the County may
immediately terminate this Agreement or amend it accordingly.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR: In providing services under this Agreement, the
Contractor acts as an independent contractor and not as an employee of the County, The
Contractor shall be solely and entirely responsible for his/her acts and the acts of his/her
employees, agents, servants, and subcontractors during the term and performance of this
Agreement. No employee, agent, servant, or subcontractor of the Contractor shall be deemed
to be an employee, agent, or servant of the County because of the performance of any
services or work under this Agreement. The Contractor, at its expense, shall procure and
maintain workers’ compensation insurance as required by law. Pursuant to the Workers’
Compensation Act § 8-46-202(2)(b)(XV), C.R.S., as amended, the Contractor
understands that it and its employces and servants are not entitled to workers’
compensation benefits from the County. The Contractor further understands that it is
solely obligated for the payment of federal and state income tax on any moneys earned
pursaant to this Agreement.

NONDISCRIMINATION:

6.1.The Contractor shall not diseriminate against any employee or qualified applicant
for employment because of age. race, color, religion, marital status, disabilitv, sex,
or national origin, The Contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to
emplovees and applicants for employment, notices provided by the local public
ageney setting forth the provisions of this nondiscrimination clause. Adams County
is an equal epportunity emplovyer,

6.1.1. The Contractor will cause the foregoing provisions to be inserted in all
subcontracts for any work covered by this Agreement so that such provisions will
be binding upon each subcontractor, provided that fhe foregoing provisions shall
not apply to contracts or subcontracts for standard commercial supplies or raw
materials.

INDEMNIFICATION: The Contractor agrees to indermnify and hold harmless the County,
its officers, agents, and employees for, from, and against any and ali claims, suits, expenses,
damages, or other liabilities, including reasonable attorney fees and court costs, arising out of
damage or injury to persons, entitics, or property, caused or sustained by any person(s) as a
result of the Contractor's performance or failure to perform pursuant to the terms of this
Agreement or as a result of any subcontractors” performance or failure to perform pursuant to
the terms of this Agreement.

INSURANCE: The Contractor agrees to maintain insurance of the following types and
amounts:

8.1, Commercial General Liability Insurance; to include products Hability, completed




operations, contractual, broad form property damage and personal injury.
8.1.1. Bach Occunrence: $1,000,000
8.1.2. General Aggregate: $2,000,000

8.2. Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance: to include all motor
vehicles owned, hired, leased, or barrowed.

8.2.1. Bodily Injury/Property Damage: $1.,000,000 (each accident)
8.2.2. Personal Injury Protection: Per Colorado Statutes

8.3 Workers' Compensation Insurance: Per Colorado Statutes

8.4.Professional Liability Insurance: to include coverage for damages or claims for damages
arising out of the rendering, or failure to render, any professional services, as applicable.
8.4.1. Fach Occurence; $1,000,000
8.4.2. This insurance requirement applies only to Contractors who are performing
services under this Agreement as professionals licensed under the laws of the
State of Colorado, such as physicians, lawyers, engineers, nurses, mental health
providers, and any other licensed professionals.

8.5.Adams County as “Additional Insured”: The Contractor's commercial general liability,
comprehensive automobile liability, and professional liability insurance policies and/or
certificates of insurance shall be issued to include Adams County as an "additional
insured"” and shall include the following provisions:

8.5.1. Underwriters shall have no right of recovery or subrogation against the County, it
being the intent of the parties that the insurance policies so affected shall protect
both parties and be primary coverage for any and all losses resulting from the
actionsg or negligence of the Contractor.

8.5.2. The insurance companies issuing the policy or policies shall have no recourse
against the County for payment of any premiums due or for any assessments
under any form of any policy.

8.5.3. Any and all deductibles contained in any insurance policy shall be assumed by
and at the sole risk of the Contractor.

8.6.Licensed Insurers: All insurers of the Contractor must be licensed or approved to do
business in the State of Colorado, Upon failure of the Contractor to furnish, deliver
and/or mainfain such insurance as provided herein, this Agreement, at the election of the
County, may be immediately declared suspended, discontinued, or terminated. Failure of
the Contractor in obtaining and/or maintaining any required insurance shall not relieve
the Contractor from any liability under this Agreement, nor shall the insurance
requirements be constroed to conflict with the obligations of the Contractor concerning
indemnification.

8.7 Endorsement: Each insurance policy herein required shall be endorsed to state that
coverage shall not be suspended, voided, or canceled without thirty (30) days prior
written notice by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the County,

8.8.Proof of Insurance: At any time during the term of this Agreement, the County may
require the Contractor to provide proof of the insurance coverage or policies required
under this Agreement,

ratio to the total compensation as the services actually performed bear to the total
services the Contractor wes to perform under this Agreement, less payments previously
made to the Contractor under this Agreement.

i Contractor obtains actual knowledge that a subcontractor performing work under this
public contract for services knowingly employs or contracts with an Hlegal allen, the
Contractor shall: notiy the subcontractor and the County within three days that the
Contractor has actual knowledge that the subcontractor is employing or contracting
with an lllegal alien; and terminate the subcontiract with the subcontractor if within three
days of receiving the notice required pursuant to the previous paragraph, the
subcontractor does not stop employing or contracting with the lilegal alien; except that
the contractor shall not terminate the contract with the subcontractor if during such
three days the subcontractor provides information to establish that the subcontractor
has not knowlngly employed or contracted with an illegal alien.

Contractor shall comply with any reasonable requests by the Department of Labor and
